Toy fund 
This is a voluntary donation of £2 per child. If you are having problems paying toy fund, then please speak to a member of management. 
This money helps to buy resources for the children as well as pays towards birthday presents, trips, parties and other essential items needed for the children. 
A member of staff will be in the play room on a Tuesday and Thursday to collect toy-fund. Toy fund can also be handed in at any time during the week. You only have to pay toy fund on one of those days, not both.
Between August 2024- December 2024, we collected £602 from Toy Fund. We also raised £199.31 during the Carol Singing. Important information
Can we please ask that parent/carers are mindful of their time when dropping off and collecting their child/ren. Increasingly we are finding parent/carers are dropping their child/ren off too early or are late at collection time; this impacts the staff: child ratio and could cause a safeguarding concern. 
We understand that there are occasions where delays in collecting children are unavoidable and staff within the nursery will always be flexible regarding this. However, repeatedly collecting your child late may result in the nursery having to reduce your hours.

Consultation

It is important to refresh the vision from time to time to ensure that it remains relevant to the community. We will be shortly issuing a consultation to get parent/carer, children’s and staff’s views on the nursery’s current vision and values and making any necessary changes. 
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A polite reminder
Can parents/carers please make sure that your child is dressed appropriately for the weather; children access the outdoor area in all weathers. We will provide waterproofs for children were possible, but they may still need jackets, hats, scarves and gloves.
Also, any child who wears nappies/pull-ups, if parents could make sure their bag is stocked with essentials, please. Could you also ensure that you put your child’s name on their clothes, jackets and wellies.
A change of clothes, socks and indoor shoes is also required. Although children wear aprons for messy play and puddle suits outdoors, sometimes the children still need changed after having so much fun with their friends and staff.
If you do not provide spare clothes for your child and your child requires changing, you may be called and asked to return to nursery with a change of clothes.
